For the past seven years, 
she has been serving in Clarendon with the 
strongest work being of course, Good News 
Clubs. 
She has built up Good News Clubs (GNC) 
through encouraging teachers trained by JCEF, 
revived clubs which were not functioning, and 
now holds annual week-end camps and an annual 
GNC rally. 
Her area was chosen as the venue for the first 
ever GNC Convention where some 350 children 
island - wide attended. 
Pauline has a good follow-up strategy of the 
GNC children. She uses the CEF Correspon-
dence Courses and the result has been good.  
Besides being involved in GNC  as a child, how 
did Pauline become such a  strong force for the 
salvation of children? 
“As I served as President of the Women’s Group 
at my church, one of our outreaches was to con-
duct Devotions in Schools. At these Devotions, I 
fell in love with the children that I would minis-
ter to. This led me to talk to the Lord about serv-
ing Him full time in evangelizing children.    
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I lost my secular job due to down -
sizing...one day I received a telephone 
call that there was an opening for a parish 
worker in the Fellowship... “  
It is with great joy that Pauline continues 
to serve the Lord in her parish.

She has two chil-
dren in their late teens and both are walk-
ing with the Lord.
